The entire Labor Movement must unite in solidarity 
with their brothers and sisters of the UFCW! The demand for decent health cover-
age is only the beginning.  Workers around the country, unionized and non-union-
ized need to unite to fight against the bosses’ plans to strip us of our basic rights - the 
right to a decent job with full benefits; the right to healthcare; the right to universal 
education for our children; the right to unionize without fear of losing our jobs. It’s 
time to set things right: working people’s health before corporate profits!
